Minutes of the Pastoral Council meeting

19 February 2009

Members present:  Henry Linnebur, Dennis Fells, Rose Mary Wells, Karen Riedmiller, Marjorie McClellan, and Fr. Mike Maybrier. Debi Mansch as recording secretary was also present. The meeting opened with a prayer led by Rose Mary Wells.  

The following items were added to the agenda as noted from the previous meeting:  Lenten Soup Meal, more coat racks, That Man is You program, and round tables.

Fr. Mike reported that the sausage supper was a big success, and that the quilt raffle raised $1,953 specifically for the building fund.  He asked that the Council review the Facility Use Policy for possible changes.  After much discussion, it was decided that private social functions be restricted to registered parishioners.  Candles with open flames as table decorations were also discussed, but this item was tabled until the March meeting.  

Karen reported that the Emergency Assistance committee was doing a little better with funding since the December envelopes were collected.  Discussion followed about the economy and the increasing need for rent, utility and food assistance.  

Henry reported that the Parish Chili Feed was a great success and was enjoyed by all who came to share the meal.  The Jeopardy game was a lot of fun and a source of much entertainment. The Council noted a big thank you should be given to the MS and HS students who set up for the meal after their regular Wednesday evening classes.  A thank you is also extended to all those who stayed to help clean up after the Feed.  

A Lenten Soup Supper to be held on Fridays in Lent was discussed.  Henry will get in touch with someone to be in charge of the planning.  It was discussed that each of the 5 major groups functioning in the parish might be able to be responsible for one Friday evening meal.  Self-service and personal clean up will lighten the load of those organizations in charge.  The dinner would be held 5:45 to 6:45 each Friday, enabling those who came to 5 pm Stations to stay and eat as well as those arriving early for the 7 pm Stations.  Information will be published in the bulletin as plans are made.

Dennis Fells has been researching the That Man Is You program.  This national program will begin in September and follows a 13-week course.  More information will be available as the date nears.  We will need 8 men to commit to begin the program in our parish.

Henry will talk to the Knights about buying another coat rack, as the one we have has seen a lot of use since it was purchased.

Having no other business, the meeting adjourned at 8:48 with prayers for the special intentions of the Council members.
